Arkansas Quartz

In any case, this newsletter, I'd like to
talk a bit about Arkansas quartz. With
all the sublime Russian material, the
fantastic Orange River quartz, the
Tibetans, the Lemurians, and so on ... it
seems like the Arkansas quartz falls to
the bottom of the heap.

First, let’s address the issue of
commonness — well, that’s a bit on the
true side. The veins in Arkansas are the
largest and most collectable of any in
the US and therefore, the quartz is
abundant. But, that’s where the
“common” label stops. Most of the
world quartz was formed as a result of
volcanic action. High temperature and
high pressure water carried the melted
silica into the rock crevices, together
with the hodge-podge of other minerals,
likewise melted into the silica. This is
how you get hematite, hedenburgite,
etc. included in the quartz.

Things happened differently in Arkansas.
As the Ouachita Mountains rose, they
trapped seawater which then became
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heated to high temperatures. The
quartz that was subsequently formed
was during the closing stages of the
mountain building, and as such, is among
the purest in the world.

All quartz is piezoelectric, a physical
phenomenon that means it is capable of
conducting electricity under pressure.
Because of the purity of the Arkansas
quartz, its piezoelectric capabilities were
more pronounced and predictable and
thus, Arkansas quartz was highly
desirable for computer chips and the
like. Advancement in chip technology
has largely eliminated quartz for this use
and has saved many crystalline Spirits as
a result.

Now, from an energetic point of view,
what you have in Arkansas quartz is one
that is unsurpassed for general use in
amplifying, transforming, transferring
and focusing energy. Unsurpassed.
Every quartz configuration can be found
in Arkansas: Dow, channeler, Isis, tabby,
faden, scepter, etc. If you are a healer,
having a good collection of Arkansas
quartz is like having a good set of basic
tools — you can pretty much handle 95%
of the jobs with those and add specialty
crystals for “fine adjustment”. When |
